IRENE STARODOUBTSEVA got her elementary misic education in
Kursk. She has graduated from vocal and music faculties of Saratov
conservatory. Then 'she worked on ‘probation in Moscow
conservatory with professor Y N Kudryalzeva and professor V N
Chachava, improving her voice understanding the peculiarities of
performing Russian classics, In the middle of the nineties she
enlarges her horizon, studing European music of the romantic period
in Germany with professor Mariy Zaltn. Her meeting with a professor
Albert Bordg of church music at Malta gave her a new impulseiin her
biography. This helped her o achieve a success in performing
dificult music of great masters of Barogue.

Irene began singing in the middle of the eighties of the twentieth century. Her first great
success was abroad in Poland, France, and Germany. Then she worked in a group called
“Irene!. She organized It herself. Original Russian music of the nineteenth century
subjugatedlisteners.

Irene Starodubzeva belongs to a very rare singer. There are very difficult works of Russian
and European classical composers in her repertoire from Glinka to Swiridov from Bach to
Strauss. And there are also contemporary cpmposers - Ledenev, Platkovsk. Irene's horizon
is very wide, but she prefers chamber genre.
