Kourtev's concert activles cover 15 countries in two continents with

over 800 stage appearances both athome and abroad (including the

Grand Hall of the Berlin Philharmonic). The most important constituent of

Atanas Kourtev's repertoire is his 30 “period recitals”, each of which is

dedicated to a specific composer (ranging from Beethoven and Schubert

to Scriabin and Bartok) or to a genre (as the concert cycle “The Piano Fantasia Throughout
the Centuries”, including piano fantasias by 27 composers). This years-long concert series is
accompanied by other appearances on the concert platform with a repertoire of 20 solo
programs of works by various composers, 10 chamber-ensemble programs and 15 piano
concertos. As a music scholar and editor Atanas Kourtev is the author of textological
editing of 25 works from the musical baroque, classical and romantic periods.
For his artistic contribution the pianist has been awarded the Honorary Medal of the
Hungarian Ministry of Culture /1981/, the Golden Muse prize for the promotion of Russian art

/1995, the Cristal Lyre of the Union of Bulgarian Musicians and Dancers /1998/, the Golden
Quill /1999/, the Merits to Polish Culture order /2002/, among others.
On the initiative and idea of Prof. Kourtev, seven national and two academic competitions for
young pianists have been established in Bulgaria since 1981. He has taken part in juries of
numerous national and international piano competitions. Atanas Kourtev is Professor of Piano
at Pancho Viadigerov State Academy of Music in Sofia and reads lectures in Styles of Piano
Interpretation at Konstantin Preslavski University in Shoumen. He has held numerous master
classes in Bulgaria and abroad.

Prof. Kourtev's piano class at the State Academy of Music in Sofia has given over 60 period
concerts /dedicated to an author or a genre/, among which the performance of Scriabin's
complete piano works in ten concerts. Many students from this class have won as many 70
‘awards at home and international competitions. Some enjoy successful concert and teaching
careers in 12 countries in four continents

Atanas Kourtev is the initiator for the establishment of the Fryderic Shopin Music Society
whose Chairman he has been since 1997. He is cofounder of the Schubert Society in
Bulgaria and its Deputy-Chairman since 2002.
